Crop Production Services – CPS – Construction halted no permit issued - Randy Davy – Permit for “pop up” liquid fertilizer tank overlooked. Tank at vulnerable stage & is requesting to continue constructing enough to get brace in until permit approved.  Mark H stated safe product, highly corrosive (will burn vegetation) with low salt content. Mark also stated all paper work, etc. are complete & acceptable, appears to be permitted use as accessory structure. Randy - Alarm system installed between 1/4” plated steel (outside) with bladder insert (inside). Complete area (buildings & tank) surrounded by dike. Jay D stated this is a 2nd time a permit was not acquired prior to construction. Consequences should be discussed. 
Motion Odegaard to continue construction to secure structure for safety only at this time, no further construction until P & Z approval of permit, 2nd Johnson Recommendation then made to city council. RCV/MC
