Volunteer Fire Dept – Kayla requesting retirement incentive for volunteers to stay & join. Incentive example sent to Mary in 2013. Only 3-4 are showing up for calls. State budget cuts this year and next will reflect serious budget decisions. Abandon houses as nuisances per State Fire Marshall. Abandon house on 6th Ave is used by Volunteer Fire to practice in.  King mentioned if anyone has seen strangers in houses under construction. 

P & Z – assisting park board with new park areas in developments.  Ashmoor 1st residents want a park. P & Z is strongly suggesting that city address a park in this year’s plans for the Ashmoor area as well as other areas of new housing construction. Motion was made to waive new school plat fees. Permit #20 was questioned for the area vs. dollar amount of permit.

1st Street Reconstruct – Sewer, Water & St Imp Dist 2016-4 – speed tables, visual signs, arrowed crosswalks & electronic signs discussed for children’s safety. July 20th protest hearing. A color park layout was distributed.  Need to extend sewer to end of pavement, water & sewer stubs to park building, additional aprons & water to cemetery.     
Ashmoor 1st & Prairie View Estates – Street Imp dist # 2016-2 & 2016-3 – Engineers Estimated Prob. Cost $900,000.00. Northern Imp lowest @ base bid (Ash 1st) $411,285.30, base bid (Prairie View) $168,300.90 and omit Alternate 1 (full replacement of curb & gutter) motion Johnson, 2nd Odegaard RCV/MC  Estimated specials cost per lot, per year $713.59 (Ash 1st), $211.63 (PV). Moore Inv #13009, $93,045.00 motion Sprecher, 2nd Draeger (contingent on bonding) RCV/MC
