Brandon will be looking for funding.

Park Land dedication map –FYI.
1st Street Reconstruct – Sewer, Water & St Imp Dist 2016-4–project dragging out way too long (Sprecher) Relocation of power to underground up to lift station only (est from Rich Wolf $50k or less), city to hire private electrician for lines to few houses (no cost to residents) effected. Cemetery plat south needs to be surveyed.  2 water spickets to be added ¼ in and ¾ down. Grave will be in boulevard.  Garage to be moved to other side of house @104 6th Ave. or in 10-13’. Can’t do underground this fall. Bid adjusted to Nov., latest Feb. critical items to address: Storm Sewer design, Utility Relocations, permanent/temporary easements, public involvement, impact, & school. Motion Draeger approve Engineer agreement – study, design & bidding, 2nd Johnson RCV/MC
Ashmoor 1st & Prairie View Estates – Street Imp dist # 2016-2 & 2016-3 milling done, leveling & addtl crack repairs to be done (cut down to gravel & patch) can use contingencies. Motion Draeger to approve Eng Inv#13525 $23,587.85 RCV/MC
Lagoon Expansion – Fisk (WF) contacting other regional small towns for treatment plans for meeting.


Jay Dietz – suggesting speed decrease along Cty 11 by Ash 2nd – dangerous – Sprecher add sidewalk from Ash 1 to Ash 2nd for kids to use. Cass County will be contacted.
 Patrick Smith –request for extended hours C Center denied. 8am to 11pm approved.  Discussion to add security clause to C Center rental agreement for all events serving alcohol.
MPB Sidewalks – Motion Johnson approve sample application for sidewalks presented with permit & staking fees listed 2nd Sprecher RCV/MC
Volunteer Fire – Kayla –FM Ambulance now serving Mapleton. Request for reimbursement of food National Night Out $244.14 motion Johnson 2nd Sprecher .RCV/MC
Cemetery – Motion Draeger for Jerry to get dirt from school and use dozer to level areas, not to exceed $400.00, 2nd Johnson.  RCV/MC
Happy Days - Donna – all volunteers worked hard – always learning experience, some changes need to be addressed by committee (i.e. dances separate nights – attracts different crowds). Sheriff’s concern with 4 wheelers (operators, licensing, insurance, etc.) Frustration (people not on the committee) not accepting decisions made by committee pertaining to the Mud Run & liquor license/server arrangements & no compromise with possible misunderstandings.  Mayor Lund stated he will be on next year’s committee with another council member.
P & Z – minutes unavailable.  Jay - Dabbert variance declined. Dabbert intent to provide workforce housing ($200,000. Range) Council - variances should prove hardship, already established as PPD. Motion Sprecher to deny request, 2nd Johnson RCV/MC
Requesting again for plat fees to be waived for school.
Purpose of P & Z is to make recommendations to council.
Readdressed annexation.  Sarah will draft agreement for potential annexation.
Crop Production Services may lease warehouse (600-650 T)– TIF (17 year) request from Dave Glessner -motion Johnson approve TIF 2nd Draeger, RCV Sprecher against MC.  FMI Invest. will build. 6” curbing inside in the event of hazardous materials.  No drain to city sewer except for lavatory. Public hearing to be scheduled.
First Reading Fireworks – June 27-July 5, 8-10:30 July 3rd & 4th 8-12 am, Dec 31 & Jan 1st.  change motion Sprecher 2nd Draeger RCV/MC
Ashmoor park area – land agreement made (calculations did not include Ash 1st). Sue would like to name park. (approval per park).
Liquor license – no limits on number of licenses, no changes, $1000.00 per calendar year.

MPB sidewalks – Randy will get 1 more bid from SKS.

Preliminary Budget submitted for review.

Auditor will draft letter to Bobbie Brooks to discontinue use of city lot for his business.
