Call Meeting to Order

The meeting was called to order at 7:05 pm.

In attendance: Geoff Lowe, Eric Hillman, & Barry Lund. Absent: Jay Dietz & Jim Nelson.
Others in attendance:  Mark Anderson (mayor), Mark Housh (Moore), Brandon Oye (Moore), Ryan Johnson (lot owner), Tim Welter (homeowner) & Alicia Wisnewski (potential business owner), & Mary Hinschberger (auditor).
Motion Lund minutes March 29 (with CapX correction of east to west) approval, second Hillman.
Ashmoor Second Addition – John S. will have an update for the council on Tuesday. 
Parking on Multiuse Path – City Ordinance states no parking.   Letters sent to residents along Meridian Rd – informative only
Chamber website awareness – informative only

New Construction on lots not accessible.   (Infrastructure not in place).  Discussion:  Is fine tuning of ordinances needed, or a check list to assist with preventing roads not being installed to lots that will be sold?    West Fargo does building when roads are not complete, but will be going in.  
Meridian Grove - don’t see that a Phase II will be developed.  Lots were sold as is, lower specials than other lots, purchasers were aware there were no streets (see copy of contract between buyer & seller).  With the recognition of this kind of problem P & Z is working with Ashmoor second addition for prevention & protection of future residents.

Brandon stated that larges land owner’s representative was contacted for the potential storm sewer project.  He stated concern for large assessments and asked about financing options.

Ryan Johnson asked if there would be anything stopping him from building on Lot 1 Blk 2 and that there was more need for progress for the storm sewer than Ashmoor.

Hillman stated he had been looking into other options – field drain tile, and had spoken to Ellingson Drainage in Harwood.  60 acres would cost approx. $60,000.00.  This would not be a permanent fix but less than a million dollar project.

Brandon stated the tile may work for standard rainfalls in the field, but not for the spring thaw.

Sidewalk Ordinance recommendation from Brandon

Complete sidewalk installation at time of construction of driveway, curb & gutter was discussed as to pros & cons.  The city attorney was instructed by the city council to address the issue for specific wording for reasonable delay (stipulation), as done is West Fargo (in ordinance form).
Mark H stated the requirement of crossing plat when driveway is installed which has to be ¼ inch slope to match sidewalk and 6 inches thickness.

Meridian Road   
Ryan J. stated he would have to bring something in to raise the road to access Lot 1 Blk 2 for construction.  Also requested hole that was dug for Fire Department pumping be filled.
Geoff asked if city responded to Kate’s email, as 10,000. In specials stated seemed excessive. 

Copies disbursed for the ND Residential Construction Energy efficiency from Mark H.

Vet Clinic – Alicia - if building is purchased it would need to rezone to C-2 from C-1.   Alicia also requested a copy of the easement for additional parking that was granted by the city to Wadeson.

Ryan J. – questioned if he could purchase dirt for 1.50 yd. (from Cty 11 project) that was stipulated by council for residents only.  Geoff stated he was a resident as a lot owner, even if not primary residencey.

422 3rd Ave – Tim Welter – additional accessory building with driveway off of 5th St is permitted as requirements are met for permit. 
Mark H. presented to P & Z some building permit guidelines for residents (remodeling, accessory use, structures, zoning, etc). 
Permits & Plans – 419 Sequoia, 325 Meridian Circle, 504 3rd St E, 357 Maple Pointe Blvd were reviewed.
