408 Sequoia Dr. - Accessory Building Permit # 26 issued 8-8-2013 was for a garage.

Resident is currently operating a licensed daycare facility in it.

City LDO (Land Development Ordinance) 163.5.3 R-2 (Low Density Residential District) CUP (Conditional Use Permit) (a) includes day care facilities. Discussion & comments from attendees.
Motion Allen Moerke recommendation to City Council to approve CUP upon conditions meet as listed from Mark H. (Moore Engineering), (Including a new building permit, frost protection foundation, accessible, exit sign & emergency lighting, and possible fire suppression system), 2nd Patric McCoy.

Chairman, Dietz stated that forgiveness after the fact has got to cease.  The city has been forging in the past but will not allow people to assume they can do what they want within the city without the correct permits, approval, etc.

Public hearing closed.  

Motion Eugene Cross approving March 25, 2014 minutes, 2nd Allen Moerke.
Horsch Fence – Neil Anderson presented commission with copies of proposed steel fence across front of property. Request is made to control access & protect assets. 6’ post height with approx 5’8’ fence height with gaps 4-6’ apart and 4-5’ gap at bottom.     Later chain link around the rear and sides.  Motion made by Eugene Cross, 2nd Jon Ryan with condition to maintain.
406 – 5th Ave – driveway extension – Motion Jon Ryan 2nd Patric McCoy.
Drainage – 
Prairie View – 419 3rd Ave., extend driveway in v shape not adding or changing the culverts and ditch.  Using fabric & crushed concrete for surface, pulling out grass and dirt. Also on north side of garage where water pools and runs into garage. Area approx. 6 x 30 ft.  P & Z members will drive by lot.  
Ditches need consistent elevations for proper flow. Also runoff water from back yards into park drains needs review.

Sequoia – Contractor will re-excavate both sides of south stump road drainage to original specks from Moore Engineering, when area dries out, all culverts will be reset at correct elevations or replaced for uniformity.

First Street – From Maple Dr east on 1st street - north side of 1st street - a swale will be excavated per Moore Engineering to meet a drainage pipe that will flow north between the residential houses at 335 & 341 Maple Dr. to the Maple Drive Storm Sewer drain. This will also be done when wet conditions permit.

Permits – were reviewed.

New Permits – Motion Eugene Cross, as part of building permit process, final grade elevations be shot & maintained in accordance with rest of lots/area, 2nd Patric McCoy.
Resident requested a sign or signs be erected stating that Sequoia & First Street are not through streets to assist in detouring vehicles, specifically semi trucks from using them. Cody will speak with Duane follow up.
Updating Ordinances to be worked to reflect current standards.
