Call Meeting to Order

Motion agenda approval J Nelson second Lund.
Present:  Barry Lund, Jim Nelson, Eric Hillman & Geoff Lowe. Absent: Jay Dietz
Also present: Brandon Oye, Paul Vaagene, Mike Kraczeuski, RussClark, Mark Anderson, and Mary Hinschberger.

Motion Jim minutes approval May 31, second Barry.     
Paul V presented his proposal for buildings on Lot 1 Blk 3 in the Industrial Park.   Starting with a smaller (personal building) graduating to larger buildings - as demand increased.   Larger building would be divided and leased out to businesses (plumber, carpenter, etc.).
P & Z welcomed Paul & Mike’s interest and did not see anything that would prevent Paul from proceeding.   Paul had already spoken to Mark H. at Moore about permits.   Mark H. also didn’t see any reason for Paul not to proceed, but to contact the city to insure their approval.  Paul agreed that the road (1st) would need to be completed once traffic flow to the lot increased and understood that it would be special assessed.
Russ Clark – hobby aspect for Bee Keeping (1 hive aprox. 35,000 bees) at his home in Maple Pointe (which borders the levee).  Russ informed the commission of his 30 + years (history) of bee keeping, his experience, and a short background about bees and bee keeping.  Russ stated the concern of neighbors and stated he would speak to them for input. Also stating that he would speak with the county & state as the state requires bees to be registered.  The state inspects and is concerned with insecticides & diseases that could be carried.  The only problem with the public ever encountered was people tormenting and throwing things at them – trespassing on the property.  He also stated his experience with removal of swarms if the city ever needed.

G. Lowe reviewed LDO and Ordinances stating he wasn’t seeing anything that would prevent Paul from proceeding.  This would be on a trial basis.  If problems arose he may be asked to have it removed.  It would be a "teach & learn" for the community.
Ashmoor Second Addition:   Brandon stated that Moore was requested by developers & owners to take over the project.  Hillman asked if acting as the engineer for both the city & Ashmoor was a conflict of interest.  Brandon said no, as he would be looking out for everyone interests to insure everything runs smooth and all involved were satisfied as Moore knows the requirements.  Builders/developers were seeking to reduce the storm sewer, which after being reviewed by the commission was acceptable. 

Meridian Grove Drainage – Brandon – meeting prior was to seek a happy median.  Hillman stated that he wanted to see less city specials before burdening the residents with more, thus had checked into drain tile in the field.
Review of newest building permit.

Hillman requested Lowe to give his opinion on the green energy/ efficiency aspect of the 2nd reading of the building code ordinances at the next council meeting as he had not had the time to review himself.

A real estate agent had inquired as to the city requirements for the Cross property sanitary septic removal & sewer hookup requirements as to have an idea of $’s that would be involved.  He was informed that the septic was to be removed and to hook up to the city sewer services using 2” piping and going through to Meridian Circle.  He was also instructed to get private bids as it is less expensive than to have the project assessed, however assessment was an option.
