Police Report:  Deputy Zundel. Deputy Hedin will be returned June 9th.  ATV/OHV (off highway vehicles) must obey rules of the rode- drivers license required; under 16 must have taken a safety course.  Must be 12 to operate except on own private land or permission from land owners and have safety certification.   To drive on city streets the OHV must be street legal, licensed, head lights, horn, speedometer, odometer, tail light, brake light, & mirror. OHV’s are not allowed on the levees, bike paths, or private property without permission. The nearest route must be use to exit city limits.

P & Z:  Jay Dietz - Sidewalks MPB: Residents suggested reducing the speed limit to 15 mph, add temporary removal speed bumps, designate one side of street as No Parking and mark that side with a bike path.
P & Z is not making a new recommendation to city council.  Sidewalks on both sides of MPB excluding (cul de sac at this time).
Residents could have work done privately, rather than thru the city (assessed).  Contractor would be required to be licensed & bonded with concrete stamp. Moore Engineering would issue Permits & approve lines. 
Motion Lund; postpone a discussion until grants can be involved towards any compromise that can be made on the sidewalk issue. No second. Motion dies.
