Intent:
	Discuss storm sewer improvement district & costs in Meridian Grove 1st Addition
Quorum established as: Mayor Hillman, Council Members Dietz, Johnson, & Pederson were present.
Also in Attendance: Brandon, Jeremy (Moore Eng) Sarah (Ohnstad Law) & Mary H.
Pledge of Allegiance – call to order 6:00pm

Mayor Hillman = history of Meridian Grove 1st Addition, starting 2006 with storm sewers to come in Phase II to keep the cost lower for MG 1st Residents. Lots with lower specials were bought/sold “as is”.  2007 Moore designed temporary drainage design area – land is flat - additional work needed - drainage ditch was made to the south & west by local contractor.
2009 discussions started with a combined storm drainage project of Bishops addition proposed in Sept 2010, probable costs from Moore Engineering ($345,000./282,000.00). Public Meetings were held and discussions at regular meetings including P & Z were held to discuss the lowest possible fix until MG 2nd Phase.   2011 Engineering looking for grant money for drainage project.  Building construction of houses continued and culverts were installed to access lots, gravel hauled in by builder for road access. Drain tile installed Sept 2011 & special assessed to MG 1st property owners.  Mapleton Investors paid $15,000. up front and provided land for pond. 
Brandon presented storm sewer & ditching option 2 total project cost $665,000. Estimated cost per lot approx. $14,050., 19 lots Also presented was Street Improvement for extension of Sequoia south $68,000. 4 lots $17,000.00 each.  MG 1st residents’ discussion followed.
Whose responsibility to maintain? Why isn’t drainage working?  Where is the Meridian Grove 2nd project standing at this point? Was it set to grade?
Restrictive Covenants & Purchase Agreements with the Olsens stated responsibilities of buyers.  However, Restrictive Covenants were not filled with the county at the time of sale, therefore not enforceable.  Purchase Agreements stated “…costs relating to maintaining access to this lot would be the financial responsibility of the Buyers”   
MG 1st Addition residents agree to wait until August to vote on options hoping that the 2nd phase will be ready to go. Brandon stated that these costs would not be guaranteed and would redo at that time.
City has removed snow in past and will continue.
Drain tile contractor will be contacted and asked if the sloping was set to grade.
