Regular Meeting - Minutes
Tuesday, March 29, 2010

Call Meeting to Order

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm.

In attendance: Geoff Lowe, Jay Dietz, Eric Hillman, & Barry Lund. Absent: Jim Nelson.  Others in attendance: Bryan Kind (Ulteig) Mark Anderson (mayor), Mark Housh (Moore), Brandon Oye (Moore), Tim Welter (homeowner), & Ryan Lindenberg (homeowner).
Motion Hillman minutes (Jan 3, 2011) approval, second Dietz.
Mapleton Building Code Update/review – Mark Housh – Every 3 years building codes are updated/modified on the state & local level.  Amendments that are proposed are similar to the state with a few minor exceptions that seemed excessive.  Programmable thermostats can be major issues for housing for the elderly, door air leakage tests, and 50% CFL lighting could be changed once inspection was done were eliminated.
Building valuations, current codes & amendments reflect on insurance ratings for the area. Also historical buildings can be remodeled without having to comply with strident International Building Code (ie. Handicap &, sprinkler systems) 

A brief history was explained, referencing 2009.
Lowe expressed his point of having no idea of details of what they would be agreeing to or what the council would be approving.
Mark H. made 2 points: 1) makes funding available for rebates and 2) hearings were held in Fargo and also at the state level for all.
Mark H. stated that in the past these were adopted by council, but were being presented at this time to the P & Z committee as the desire of P & Z to be proactive with city development. Mark H. also stated that if desired he was willing to be part of hearings for Mapleton.

Ashmoor Second Addition – preliminary plat review – Lowe stated the 2 previous concerns of the entrance road and storm sewer. Brian King – retention pond will not be on plat, as rear yards would drain to it.  Lot 11 was undetermined at this point, possible deed to golf course or park district.

Electrical & phone easements 10 ft across front of lots.  Brandon stated that the storm sewer o the pond will need a utility easement shown on the plat adequate in size for proper access for maintenance.    Question of sidewalks was asked. None planned.  Mapleton City Code requires as soon as pavement, curb & gutter go in.   Discussion followed as to damage, protecting, and repairing of sidewalk during & after construction.  Currently sidewalk and driveway crossing areas are 6” with rest of the sidewalk at 4”.  Dietz stated that not knowing where the driveway will be on vacant lots would require all sidewalks to be 6”.

Brian asked if sidewalks would be required on the old golf course road.  Brandon stated golf course road was being relocated and eventually be a stub end with curb & gutter.

No access from frontage road of new development to Cty 11 permitted.

Motion Dietz, documentation in writing for pond to be shown on plat and get an agreement with golf course on maintenance to deal with mosquito/varmints and noxious plant control.  Adding storm sewer and sidewalks to plat, second Lund.  Commission willing to work with a waiver or variance on sidewalk issue.

John S. will be taking care of necessary documentation for public hearings, developers’ agreement, etc.

 P & Z application for rezoning & plat submission given to Brian.
Ulteig overview – Jim Toshener – not present

Meridian Grove drainage – pictures presented by Ryan Lindenberg (resident) who hasn’t had access to garage for 3 weeks due to snow melt and standing water (16” deep).  PW has been pumping water.  Brandon stated at the open meeting in February discussion of what could be done, detention pond, ditching, and storm sewer were discussed.  Resolution of necessity not necessary in this case as it is sewer item.  Largest land owner to SE is being contacted also for input.  Assessments would range from approx. $3000. - $7000. per lot.   Dietz stated he was told by his developer that all costs for storm sewer would be in the 2nd phase.  Expressing the difference of specials per lot in the beginning.  Hillman stated that lots should not have been sold that were past the road end.  Ryan L. stated they were sold as buildable.  Homeowners are also requesting an extension of the road when drainage construction issue is addressed.
422 3rd Ave – Tim Welter – has been discussing a permit with Mark H. referencing another detachable garage, culvert, and driveway on his property with regards to city codes.  R-3 allows accessory buildings with specific setbacks and 50% lot coverage.  However, can it be 50% of the main outbuilding twice?   Tim will present a proposal on Tuesday of his intentions to city council.
New Items:

Lowe questioned the pre-authorization of the expenditures for the building codes amendments.  Housh explained it as part of his job as Code Administrator & the Building Department process for the city and there was no cost from Moore.

CapX - Hillman has attended meetings and has 2 concerns for the city.  There is a 150 ft wide corridor for easements. These towers have 8 foot bases, leaving 142 ft for “other”.  What are the plans for the “other” portion?  Hillman is suggesting having the towers pushed further west of the lines as they are in the extraterritorial boundaries of the city.  Bryan K. suggested the city write a formal letter with the request now.  Issue to be discussed at next council meeting.

Mention by Lowe of “structure” in Christiansen Court. Discussion followed concerning if a permit was required, if it was going to be a permanent structure and what it was.

Permits & Plans – 502 Ashley permit done.  Dietz – questioned the inspections of the electrically & plumbing as sheet rock and siding have been completed (also the unsupported LVL’s) at 918 Sunset.  Mark H. said the state does the plumbing & heating inspections, so they would have been done.  Mark H. will check into the permit completion with Jay (Moore).

Motion to adjourn Lund, second Hillman.
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
