Call to order 7:06
Motion Allen Moerke, approve minutes from April 30 2nd Patrick McCoy.
Permits Compliance and fines were discussed. Follow up on Permits needs to be done.
MPB Sidewalks -Barry Lund & Phil Gunderson 

Meeting was held last Thursday – very little support for sidewalks.  MPB residents proposed the following:

1) Reduce speed limit from 25 to 15 miles per hour 

2) Add temporary/seasonal speed bumps which would be removed in the winter for snow removal.
3) Designate 1 side of street as No Parking and mark that side with a bike path.  
City of Breckenridge opted for bike path/walking path.

Other points: Many people have sprinkler systems in that would be affected.  The maintenance would be difficult with all the snow that blows into that development. Sidewalks weren’t in 5 years ago-some wouldn’t have moved out to Mapleton had they known they would be required.  Realtors & developers did not inform them sidewalks would be required.  Fire Hydrants are where sidewalk would be, residents shouldn’t have to bear that cost.  The area is secluded, no thru traffic except for those who live there. It connects to a sidewalk that goes nowhere.  Would affect parking in their driveways. What about other developments? 2008 same letter was sent out from attorney. They didn’t want them then.
Rural sectioned streets never have sidewalks, suppose to be good for one neighborhood why not the other?  
Mark Housh – most projects (Fargo, W Fargo, Casselton) have sidewalks or bike paths with street projects.  Driveway approach is blended in with sidewalk slab.  Ordinance now reads all projects sidewalks required, used to be 80% rule.  People choose to get sidewalks put in on their own. He is not aware of any cases that were or are protested out.
Safety is evaluated by insurance service audits conducted by building inspections, etc. which sets precedence to what risk is.
Murray Jay Dietz – Kids should not be playing in the streets, not only a safety issue, but the City Ordinance. It is required. Cost should not be a factor.
Allen Moerke – the ordinance was there for the year MPB subdivision was built along with codes for streets & sidewalks, width requirements, etc.  There is a Grandfather clause for subdivisions not designed for sidewalks. 

Jon – It is not the cities fault that they weren’t informed that sidewalks would be required later by developers or realtors.
If a source of funding was available, how would you feel?  Grant – Safe Routes to School?  Too late this year to apply, but have applied in the past and been turned down.
Some felt that a source of funding instead of special assessments would be okay.

No new recommendation will be made to the City Council.
