Added – Jim – Golf Course – Assessments main road, Ashmoor 1st (Sunset Dr) felt their cost of 30% was fair.  Assessment Commission changed to 40% at meeting. Clay needed for golf courses current projects will be donated to Golf Course.

Volunteer Fire – Kayla – inquired as to Happy Days final.  Auditor to send spreadsheet to committee members.
Disagreed on statement made for Happy Days in September minutes.

DrainServices – Kevin C. – discussed line failures, saw portions of video of Ashmoor 2nd sewer lines needing repair. Explained method, sealing of joints with material, 50 year warranty, & pilot program (cost only) for inactive stops for city.

MP sidewalks - Engineers agreement to sign at Nov council meeting. 
Cemetery Plat – Moore will pin east side, plat new area on south side w big aluminum corner pins & secondary pins. Moore will meet with board to discuss proposal for work. Odegaard noted that there was a grave under the dirt pile.
DWSRF – Moore will submit questionnaire to keep water tower & water main replacement on the priority list.

Liquor license – changing calendar year renewal period from July 1st to June 30th.

C Center rental forms – change wording to “security required at ALL events with alcohol.”
City will accept $500.00 insurance reimbursement for dent in building; Odegaard will get bids for wanes’ coating for lower portion for entire building.

MPB sidewalks getting rebids for April 1, 2017, start bids May 15, 2017.  Auditor will inquire into 1% financing through Rural Development Finance Corp.

 Old pump house shingle & repaint – Sprecher get volunteers. Spring 2017 project.

New Holland Tractor – no bluing or scoring found (per Titan) – parts were not show to city by Titan as requested by Odegaard, Sprecher, & Klatt. Titan stated no previous (warranted) replacement on file.  Randy instructed to research book value on tractor and maybe find something more suitable for city (Odegaard). 

Final Budget - Sprecher motion to approve, Draeger 2nd  RCV/MC

Scherweit contract (farming city property) will renew for 2017 – no action.

MPB – council agreed to resident request to reduce speed limit to 15mph.

PW researching co-operative Purchasing thru ND Procurement for discounts for city. Also researching companies & fees for credit card acceptance for resident water payments. Working with Moore (GIS). Applied for notary authorization & stamp. Cat tails in drainage ponds - Spray ? mow ? to contact Larry @ Golf Course for recommendation.

Doug will shut down old water tower next month. Sprecher – spoke to Doug extending 2 month to 3 months for water & Sewer Certification use.  Also extend Doug’s agreement with city for 1 year @ $800.00 to use Doug’s certifications for water & sewer until Randy gets experience & license.  Doug- incidentals $20.00 an hour. No action taken.

Sprecher – looking for direction from council - PW applicant wanting $28.00 an hour with guaranteed OT & full ND PERS paid.  Out of city finance range even if opting out of insurance.  Have another applicant to consider. Odegaard - okay with $22.00 an hour for new PW position.

Auditor – BCBS group insurance would not be group with 1 person, may need to research if new hire opts out also. 
Draeger- Mary’s review due in July was completed. COLA’s not given in January to city employees.  Motion Draeger 4% for Mary, 2nd Sprecher RCV/MC

Jerome suggested city doing a newsletter again.

Motion Sprecher, adjourn, 2nd Draeger.
