Maple Pointe Blvd sidewalks bids: Quality lowest bid of 3, Randy will contact for time starting frame.  One resident has a fence over the lot line (over approx. 3.5’), adjoining owner has garden plot over lot line (letters will be sent to move them). City will adjust curb stops.  Moore will help with curves. ADA’s on ends and between cul de sacs.  Motion Johnson accepting Quality bid 67,500. 2nd Sprecher  RCV/MC

Wastewater–cost to go to West Fargo could be 2.00. Sewer study cost 53,000. Mapleton is undersized (in a wet period) lagoon capacity.
Cemetery Proposal Motion Odegaard approval of surveying existing tombstones & prepare drawing.  Block A (original townsite) will not be pinned due to location of location of shared use path installed between 1st & Carl Olsen Streets. Blocks 3-6 marking blocked corners & midpoints for references (24 aluminum pins) best fit based on existing tombstones adjacent to Blks 2 & 7. 2nd addition (south portion) review prelim. plat, revise & prepare final plat. Placing 36 aluminum pins marking block corners based on final plat. Coordinate with city attorney (on record of final plat) 3 ¼ pins to be used. Survey existing & prepare drawing $13,670. discounted to 3000. Pinning of existing plat done in March 2014, $4,550. discounted to 0. Pin adjusted existing plat $1300. New plat & pinning $5,500, 2nd Draeger RCV/MC
Water System Study-meeting with Cass Rural Water reflected guaranteed water to Mapleton. Motion Sprecher 2nd Johnson RCV/MC  Approx. cost 43,000.

Accountant-Harold - finalizing 2016. State pulling back funding. City driven by debit & capital projects (17 M bond debt). Unplanned issues, water rates, manage operating, reserves lacking, sales tax commitment/changes, decisions, spending & disadvantaged by buying water were noted. Budget process very important. TIF’s created (make money or break even) Mapleton = breakeven. Valuations are increasing. Growth management – lots – specials – debt- should be nervous (per capita debt for bond rating).
PW-Randy-108 Lindsey sewer – Council directed Drainservices bill be paid minus addtl. water $186.15 (faucet left on) & approx 60.00 for Dietz boards used. There is separate bid for asphalt, otherwise project almost complete.   Mapping out processes & writing procedures for city to setup on intranet.

Water Super.-Doug- compensator value on old tower needs to be checked.
Bldg & Grounds: Odegaard – burn pile reopened. Compost bins temporary location by new water tower & crushed concrete pile.

PW & Safety: 3 empty houses update at next meeting. One is believe to be preoccupied by owner (no utilities requested to be turned on)
Concrete slab - golf club will have gazebo, permit required.
Odegaard spoke to property owners to the east (annexation) said taxes would go up.
