Ashmoor 2016-2 pavement markings for sidewalk on pavement confused with parking area city to install “no parking this side of street” signs on north side to prohibit parking in walking lane  & Prairie View 2016-3– ridges seem to be shaven down, milling machine will be brought in and fog seal done.
Wastewater – WF stated whatever it takes to cover their additional costs would be passed on to city. Ethanol line not a feasible option due to cost. Public input for relocate, expand, got to W Fargo or depth increase & aeration. Details of route for WF hookup (right of ways from landowners) RR land too expensive.  Could dump lagoons twice a year.
Cemetery Plat trees are staying in middle, final plat approval & pins will be in this month & staking contingent on offset from trees being acceptable by cemetery board, motion Sprecher, 2nd Johnson RCV/MC
Water System study – underground storage option. Possible to provide well for supplemental water (emergency backup). Final report submission next month. Will meet w fire chief to review fire flows in report.
Parks & Lagoon Plat – Randy will meet with Park for approved line split.
LeeRoy has spoken with levee violators for river access by RR tracks, specifying next time sheriff will be called & fine could be given. Goal for end of month-gate valves & hydrant flushing. Shop ceiling leak concern – bids for sealer, reroof, spray on?
