And terms will extend to Nov 2018. Income & expense & P & L emailed to council.  Have $100,000. for newer truck – would have to finance balance of approx. $100,000. +, depending on what can be found. Does city have any additional funds to contribute?  Randy - Water demand restricted by Cass Rural Water, as city had peaks which run CRW storage low.  Brandon will draft letter of technical data to submit to Cass Rural Water for new contract requesting more water supply with the city’s growth.  Randy – who does fire suppression inspections?  He did the school and Moore did 160 Gold Court.  Kayla- the state will do upon request or complaint.

Sheriff: - Deputy Murphy – trucks ignoring signs and weight limit sign on Maple Dr – recommends moving signs closer to Cty 11 to be seen before they get turned too far.  Sheriff Dept will ticket them once they have passed the signs. Brandon – Carl Olsen Street is built for unlimited weight and Knutson is close to the same, no others in town.

Park Board & Mapleton Days– Donna- wanting to ensure full use of parking lot as there was an issue last year, no tapping or cones.  Odegaard – Sheriff Dept should be able to assist moving people standing in front of fire hall door if there is a fire call.

No parking signs & walking lane signs to be installed.  Also recommending sidewalks to join Ash 1 with Ash 2.  Recommendation of conditional use permit for “semi” sign. 

735 Ryan Rd – sewer line in front too shallow. City granted permission for builder to go to easement at rear of lot as not to dig up street in front (added expense). City stated it would be the developers issue to absorb cost.
