At 6:00 the meeting was called to order by Jay Dietz
Motion Tom Pederson for approval of Feb 25, 2020 meeting minutes, Jason Rodine 2nd.
Brandon reviewed the status and shared information on the Maple River Town Square project.

An option for the Forde’s would be to utilize the SE corner instead of NE of the lot in the event the approach (from Cty11) and road were delayed per their schedule.  Approach for the SE corner would be just east of Gordy’s access on Knutson St and would be in the truck turn lane, however not ideal, this can work.  Storm & Water access for the SE corner is close (from Knutson). Hopes are to do all the underground and let it set until spring.
Permits – reviewed.
Michael Blevins, Midwest Inspections Service (MIS):

 Requested confirmation with the P & Z that the 358 Spruce existing foundation for the house move was approved with additions/remodeling.  Verity has confirmed their approval. Jay D confirmed setbacks. Okay to proceed with permit. Should fit in with current development houses when complete.
 Clarification on the agreed water & sewer access for the twin homes (800 Eagle Crt & 802 Sunset Dr.) No access allowed on Sunset. Both water and sewer would need to stay on the south side of property with secured easement agreement between the 2 owners. There are 2 each of existing water & sewer stubs in Eagle Crt.
Question of access for water & sewer for Meridian Grove 4th was briefly discussed, as there was an interested buyer for a lot.  Specifically, the sewer as it runs down the middle of the street – would have to dig into road for most of the stub ins to the lots (too much damage to road). What was the Infrastructure discussion when it was changed?  Dakota Pioneer Land/Verity Homes (Art Goldhammer) would incur the expense for the needed improvements for lot access (private road for northern most lots, water & sewer stub ins).

Question of permitted use of Industrial lot for a workout gym – nothing in LDO stating is not allowed. Commission agreed it would be permitted.
