Motion Eugene Cross approve March 31, 2015 meeting minutes 2nd Allen Moerke

Waste Management (bought from Metro Disposal) requesting driveway access off of Carl Olsen Street: Bruce-current turn too tight for trucks, want to use current for entrance for employees and add exit on the North West end of the lot.  Will be expanding building, erecting a chain link fence with privacy panels, and this location will be the service center (to repair, fix & maintain equipment), not transfer station.  Expecting approximately 20 trucks at a time with 25 employees.
Discussion: Carl Olsen street gravel is part of city levee, not built for truck traffic, city limiting access off of pavement (Carl Olsen Street). Chris- willing to build up Carl Olsen gravel portion up to access to meet truck standards.40 ft wide for turning. Would city consider New Water Tower access on city property?
Motion, Jon Ryan see if city will allow water tower access road up to 60’ from lot line between WM & city with gravel road improvements done as to Moore Engineering Standards, 2nd Eugene Cross.

312- 3rd St – driveway extension w culvert. Don W working with Jay @ Moore
Bldg Dept. and has laser shot grade. See Picture. Jay- is being done correctly.
Permit # 20150005 was not approved by P & Z at last meeting – Jay questioning status & enforcement.
“Special Request Permit” to be submitted to apartment builder for city consideration prior to infrastructure being constructed. What is the start date of Meridian Grove 2nd?  At the preconstruction meeting it was stated by KPH that it would be April 1, 2015. Mayor Hillman was called & put on speaker phone for discussion.  Extension was granted by city council.  The “special Request Permits” should not be a conflict.  

P & Z commission does not recommend the “Special Request Permits” to be issued with the exception of the 1 apartment. P & Z would like to see at least the underground water & sewers complete prior to issuing any more “Special Request Permits” for any residential.  Reasons being that it is very difficult for the underground workers to do their work without interference by other building construction. If it should rain, there would be a huge mess, no electricity for power, & potential schedule conflict with homeowners.
