Call to order 7:05 by Allen Moerke
Motion Patric McCoy approving December 17 minutes, 2nd Eugene Cross.
New/Pending items

Commercial Signs – Motion Jon Ryan to approve Horsch’s new sign for the front of their building, 2nd Patric McCoy.
Mayor Hillman addressed:

Mapleton growth – recently approached for a motel & campground


Lagoon Improvements – currently the lagoons are at their limit. City purchased additional lots to have the land for growth. Thoughts were to combine current & new land for a total of 3 cells.  Dollar portion of SRF (bond paid off) already on utility bill will now go to future lagoon. 

Future plans for 1st Street - oldest sewer in town and street needs attention. Possibly do that entire area of roads all at the same time to try to keep costs lower overall. Anderson Industries is planning an expansion and has spoken of access to the north of their current building via 1st Street for their lot only.  Allen stated that 1st was never planned to be a through street, mainly because of the traffic that would go by the school. 

Annexation – Mapleton is concerned as the growth in Fargo, & West Fargo, and the diversion talks continue. (It was stated that West Fargo will be out of residential area in 6 years.)

 Mapleton would prefer to have the area east to the Kindred exit annexed to the city. Mayor Hillman intends to speak to all property owners individually prior to any action the city takes. Expansion of the levee system would be necessary for growth also. Eugene asked how annexation could affect taxes in those areas.  Also stating that personally he is not in favor of any annexation, as he lives on some of the land the city is speaking of. Mayor Hillman intends to speak to all property owners individually prior to any action the city may take.  As is well known, annexation to this area was voted down several years back.
Question was raised as to why the city pumps storm sewer water to the I-94 ditches and not to the river.  Brandon explained that the original land flow is to the east.  A retention pond was built in the new development with pumps to keep the flow regulated and at a constant – working directly with the DOT as to not exceed capacity of ditch.  It is also very expensive to pump uphill (to the river). 
Capital Imp Plan is outdated (2008-2012) that was passed in 2007, needs updating.  Brandon stated that Moore would assist the city with this if they desired. In addition the 2025 is also out of date, needing updating, especially with the growth the city has experienced and for future planning. In the past Mapleton has been more reactive than and not as proactive as it could be to land use & growth.
Question was asked about TIF’s (tax increment financing) – how they worked – Brandon explained that property taxes would be paid as normal and applied to the specials.
Review of permit for R & T Nygaard – Integrity Steel.

Yearly permit report was presented to all members.
