At 7:00 the meeting was called to order by Jay Dietz
Motion Tom Pederson for approval of April 28, 2020 meeting minutes, Jon Ryan 2nd.
Maple River Town Square – Justin Forde – variance request to waive architectural stamp.

Requesting to use structural stamped engineer design and conceptual architect renderings for both landscaping and architecture requirements for building permit. Civil Plan will show water retention/flow that pertains to landscaping request requirements. Will save money for developer.

Discussion.

Dietz - Architectural stamp relates to all parts & pieces of materials used.  Takes away any questions relating to placement, sizing, - everything is listed. Huge benefit for owner.

Kuhne – not required by state, has seen a few waived. Excusing himself from vote (conflict of interest) as he is part owner/operator of an architectural firm.  Motion made by Tom Pederson not to waive architectural stamp, 2nd Jon Ryan. RCV/MC
Garland Hagemeister approached the commission concerning the 33 ft that would be taken for the road and that he would have to pay for it also. It was noted that he is a benefiting party.  He will be added to the next city council agenda his input.

Potential I-94 Industrial Park – Nate Vollmuth (Goldmark) Approached/hired by PRx Performance to research potential sights for growth of company. PRx has outgrown the current location. Looking at the parcel between Gordy’s & Horsch in Mapleton.  Also looking at potential sites in Fargo & West Fargo.  They have submitted a purchase agreement with due diligence for the possibility of purchasing the property in Mapleton. No final decisions have been made at this time.  Phase 1 would consist of 120 ft warehouse & 120 ft office. Phase 2 would be another 120 ft warehouse.  Later a 280 ft warehouse.
Employee list given to commission (addtl employees not on the list).  Building in Phase 1 would be 10-12 million, Phase 2 would be 15-20 million-dollar buildings. Would be looking for an early building permit.  Partial street (Cul-de-sac) in 2021
Sidewalks – Mike B – Brandon (Moore Eng.) has spec ed out more specifics for the sidewalk requirements.  Motion to accept by Matt Kuhne, 2nd Jason Rodine. 

Submission of request for cast iron sleeve on all value boxes.  Less problems, breakage, confusion as how it is marked.  Auditor thought this had been discussed year ago and was to have been happing moving forward from that point (will research past minutes. 

Moore is doing sidewalk staking (being paid for) set line & grade.  Moore is also shooting lot grading (being paid for also). No changes to current policy.
