Vacation of 1st St SE Industrial Park 2nd Addition, located between the west side of Lots 2 & 3 in Block 3 and the east side of Lots 2 & 3 of Block 4.  Requested by RVH Land Company (Robert Holland).  There will be city utility easements and no buildings erected on that section.

Motion Barry 2nd Jim N RCV/MC.
Rezone & Preliminary Plat Mapleton I-94 Development Park, 1st Addition, 
Preliminary plat presented by Brandon.  Tim Solberg expressed the counties concern with 1 access every quarter mile for Cty 11, stating that Carl Olsen Street should be considered, or some kind of turn lane.
Quorum was established as 3 city council members were present. 

Eric will contact gas station owner for input.  Brandon, Eric & Tim will review plans to see what could be done to accommodate the county access concern.

Motion Jim 2nd Barry RCV/MC. 
 CAPX2020 – Conditional Use Permit Eric expressed opposition stating that preference was to have the line go straight and not curve around the golf course.  Darrin L. stated all local governments have agreed to provide CUP’s to the project.  The owners of the land have also given input and prefer the location as listed.  Jim N. stated that as representative of the 4 townships landowners want it the way it is expressing the difficulty of aerial spraying when towers are in the middle of fields. Steve K., residential developer of Ashmoor stated approval as is.  Kyle S. also expressed his approval as he farms just north of the area.

Motion Jim N. approving CUP for CAPX2020, 2nd Barry L, RCV opposed Eric H. and Jay D.  MC.
Matt Kuhne side setback variance 409 Sequoia. When lot was purchased realtor stated the zoning as R-3 stating 8 ft setbacks. Prior confusion of zoning was addressed as it was zoned R-2 but communicated as R-3.  Kuhne designed house and paid for blueprints, then when permit was requested was informed by Moore that the setback was 12ft.  Kuhne was informed of the variance process and preceded with the variance request. Ryan Johnson objected as he would have taken advantage of that with what he built.

It was expressed by P & Z that addressing the issue prior to going ahead was appreciated and that exceptions have been made in Meridian Grove, but were not presented as such.
