NDSU – NDFS - Sharon Bartels - Community Threat Assessment Protocol Summary presented to council.  This is a management plan for the cities trees.  Included is inventory, recommendations, Emerald Ash Borer threat to the cities Ash trees, number of trees & species, and grant information.  It is possible that a forestry grant may be used for the levee tree removal issues. 

Forestry – Jean – If planting trees - Bare root trees better to plant than big tree in bucket, as roots are bound – (survival less likely).  Arbor Day event Friday 2:00 at cemetery with 4th graders & mayor. 

Volunteer Fire Department:   Josh Bjerken – VFD requesting amendment to “Plan of Operations” to compensate them (hourly wage), and repair equipment damaged during use.  Mayor Hillman - “Plan of Operations” listed VFD as being in existence for FEMA records.  Wages were paid to the VFD in the past as FEMA had reimbursed the city.
Pumper 2 not worth fixing, 6 years before the VFD could make payments on a new one. Dietz requested cost details.

Police Report:   Deputy Zundel reported. 1 ticket protested was investigated by Cpl Dean Haaland and found to be valid. 

P & Z:  Mayor Hillman met with owners of 3 lots that could serve for a detention pond for Phase II of Meridian Grove.  Specials credit could be arranged for lot sale.

Snow removal damage – seed & dirt available to residents.  Lund will get with Duane.

Discussion of concrete pad for recycling area behind C Center.

Burn Pile hours same as last year.  1-4 by appointment only.  Lunc will start on the 18th. 
Violators can be fined $500.00, trespassing on Private property when closed.

Tractor bids were reviewed. Duane & Pederson presented - best fit for city. Lease with option to buy. Trade in 4020 for a bidirectional which could also be used for bike path. Woods mower & snow blower are compatible. Other attachments can also be purchased.

Ashmoor lift – seal out needs replacing.

Manholes – Approximately 8 need repair. Forseth can do for $350-400 each (done with concrete - not asphalt)
