[bookmark: _Hlk32587912]P & Z – Motion Hillman approve Tom Pederson for board, 2nd Sprecher RCV/MC Auditor will contact Cass Cty for assistance with a township rep. for the board.
Park Board - no report
[bookmark: _Hlk30498429]Attorney: Sarah – Amend Ordinance 246-20 - motion Astrup to eliminate Section 2 of 10-0116 (Purchase to be from Licensed Wholesaler…) 2nd Hillman RCV/MC “Ice Wind” Brewery would not purchase from wholesaler. Equipment from Drumconrath was purchased Jan15 by “Ice Wind “. Scheduled to open midsummer. Scott Diamond stated they were looking for any kind of economic development program.
[bookmark: _Hlk32586555]Cass Cty Multi-Hazard Mitigation Plan - Mitch available for questions. Handed out printed section specific to Mapleton. Motion Hillman adopting plan (with location correction noted of I29 to I94 in binder), 2nd Draeger RCV/MC
Engineer answered question relating to the levee and flooding.  There is 2 ft additional freeboard over the 100-year flood requirement.
Amy Pederson – requesting to try goat yoga.  She will be responsible for everything involved (cleanup, rental, insurance) Mayor Lund suggested a trial basis, council in agreement.
Engineer: Brandon 
Levee – report out 2-3 months yet.
Ashmoor 3rd – Letter of Resolution – Selin agreed to paying 1/3 (for repairs to be made) to Northern Improvement.
Wastewater – USACE Section 594 funding – workplans to come. Motion Hillman for Moore to evaluate southern route (due to landowner comments on original northern route), 2nd Sprecher RCV/MC
Under Ground Water Storage – Bid opening Feb 4, 2020 resulted with lowest bid from Key Contracting. Motion Sprecher to award to Key contingent on NDWSRF funding (contingent on ND Dept of Quality approval) 2nd Draeger. Grant approx. 1.35K. Total project cost 2,375,000.  Local cost approx. 972,000. Estimated rate increase on average would be approx. 9.54 per user. October as completion date.  (Subs: tank = DN Tanks, electric = Superior) Motion Hillman approve Resolution of “Governing Body of Application” applying for money with designated official as the mayor, 2nd Draeger RCV/MC
Maplewood Sewer, Water & Street Imp. – changed name to “Original Townsite” to include 5th & 6th Ave.  Mitch - Survey results 22 of 38 (16 higher 6 under) need 20 to be under to qualify for grant. 
Possible 60% cost share (State Water Commission) on water main replacement in 2021-2023 biennium, available 2022-2023. Engineering thus far $18,726. Moore to draft agreement. 
Asphalt Street Preventive Maintenance Need to look at preventive maintenance (chip seal, mil & overlay) for streets thorough out town. Moore will do some inspections & cost estimates. Reference to Moore letter sent to mayor Feb 7.
General City Engineering Services – Invoice 23002 - $4527.90 discounted to 0.

PW - Tom – attending flood meeting no predictions. Pulled 2 pumps from lifts to be fixed. Plow truck needed new fuel tank. Payloader desperate need of repair pins holding front & back together slopped out, too unsafe to drive. Using leased loader however it doesn’t have lever for a blade. Batwing mower is too large for Kubota, pulls Kubota down levee slopes.

Finance meeting to be scheduled after March 23rd.

Motion Astrup adjourn 2nd Draeger.
